HJUJ celebrates 67 years of India’s Independence

Jaipur: Independence Day was celebrated with joy and simplicity at the Academic Centre of
Haridev Joshi University of Journalism and Mass Communication (HJU]) in the presence of
faculty members, staff members and students of the university.
